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CHAIRMAN’S CHAT – JULY 2009

When I first started orienteering (about 35 years ago!), there weren’t many
different types of orienteering events.  There were badge events which had age-
group based courses, and smaller events which usually offered just
short/medium/long courses.  Colour coding hadn’t been invented.  Occasionally
there were relays and the odd score event, but that was about all there was on
offer.

Nowadays it is all much more sophisticated and varied.  Mapping standards and
printing quality have improved immensely (my first event was on a black and white
OS photocopy). We have (in addition to the traditional formats) long-O, sprint-O,
ultra-sprint-O, middle distance-O, night-O, mountain bike-O….  An advantage of
offering a wider variety of disciplines is that we will appeal to a wider variety of
people and in this way bring more into mainstream orienteering - and after all, the
traditional classic distance foot orienteering race is still the gold standard for many
of us.

We are starting to think about events for 2010 and in particular what innovations
we can introduce next year.  Ideas we are considering are a sprint league and a
two day long-O with overnight camp.  We would be interested to hear your views
on these and on any other ideas you may have.

Looking further ahead, Gramp have been asked to be one of the central
organising clubs (along with Moravian) for the 2013 Scottish 6 Days which will be
held on the Moray coast.  The central organising clubs don’t have a day to plan
and organise but are responsible for all the other aspects of the week – entries,
event centre, campsite, marketing, sponsorship, merchandising, website, social
events, technical standards, mapping, access etc etc.  This means that a
significant number of people are needed to commit a lot of time to the preparation
and running of the event.  Gramp last took on this role for the 2005 6-Days on
Royal Deeside, and whilst it may seem that our turn has come around again fairly
quickly, those of us who were heavily involved in 2005 will know what a lot of
satisfaction comes from running such a successful event.  Before committing to
the 2013 event I’d like to hear your views and (of course) from anyone who would
be interested in taking on one of the major roles in organising the event.

In the meantime, summer orienteering is continuing as usual this year.  It’s been
good to see lots of new people at the summer series, especially people taking part
in the ActivityMix corporate decathlon who have been getting in some practice
ahead of their competition in August.  We hope that everyone taking part in this
summer’s events will enjoy their orienteering and that some of you will go on to
become regular orienteers.

Finally, many congratulations and welcome to our newest member – Emily Rose
Bichard, who was born on 2nd June to Anna (Simpson) and David.  We look
forward to seeing Emily at her first event soon.
